WARNER ROBINS PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
Meeting of August 11, 2020

The regular meeting of the Warner Robins Planning and Zoning Commission was held on
August 11, 2020, at 5:30 PM at City Hall. Those members present were Arthur Head,
Joyce Phillips, Eric Blazi, Miranda Britt, and Todd Rissmiller. Sherri Windham, Darin
Curtis, Micheal Johnson, and Josh Buchanan were also present.

Mrs. Phillips opened the meeting of the Planning & Zoning Commission by explaining
the procedures of the meeting. Mrs. Phillips explained that due to regulations, all
approved requests for home occupation licenses, rezonings, annexations, and special
exceptions with the Planning and Zoning Commission would next be forwarded to Mayor
and Council for final approval. Mrs. Phillips asked Ms. Windham to provide any staff
remarks for petitions being heard.

Mrs. Phillips asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the Planning and Zoning
meeting held on July 14, 2020. Mr. Head made the motion to approve the minutes and
Mr. Blazi seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mrs. Phillips then called the first item on the agenda.

1. James West — 143 Williamstown Drive — requests permission to operate a home
inspection business as a home occupation. James West was present. Mr. West
stated that no clients would come to the home and that no equipment would be
stored at his home. Mr. West added that the work that he conducts at his home
would be limited to his computer. No one was present in opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Head and seconded by Mr. Blazi to recommend
approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

2. Natasha Cheatham- 730 Cornelia Drive — requests permission to operate a
cleaning service business as a home occupation. Natasha Cheatham was present.
Ms. Cheatham stated that she would keep a small amount of supplies at her home
and that no clients would come to her home. No one was present in opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Head and seconded by Mr. Blazi to recommend
approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

3. Sondra Long — 110 Monet Drive — requests permission to operate a janitorial
business as a home occupation. Sondra Long was present. Ms. Long stated that
her supplies would be kept in her truck and that as a nurse, she would primarily
extend her services to elderly or disabled patients. No one was present in
opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Blazi and seconded by Ms. Britt to recommend
approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

4. Mary Jackson — 306 Weston Drive — requests permission to operate a child care
business as a home occupation. Mary Jackson was present. Mr. Blazi asked Ms.
Jackson if she had obtained her state daycare license. Mrs. Windham advised Mr.
Blazi that Ms. Jackson had completed her orientation with Bright From the Start,
and that until she was approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission, she
could not obtain her state license. Mrs. Windham added that Ms. Jackson could
purchase her City business license after obtaining her state license, if approved.
Mr. Blazi asked how many children Ms. Jackson would keep. Ms. Jackson stated
that she could keep up to six children, per state regulation. Mrs. Windham asked
how Ms. Jackson intended to handle drop-offs for her children. Ms. Jackson
advised that parents could park in her driveway and would be required to walk
their children in and sign them in. Mrs. Windham asked Ms. Jackson to clarify
whether her driveway had sufficient room for parents to park and that no cars
would park in the street. Ms. Jackson confirmed that she would be compliant with
City code and that she would provide adequate room for parents to park in her
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driveway. No one was present in opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Head and seconded by Mr. Rissmiller to
recommend approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

Michelle Britt — 307 Madison Place Parkway — requests permission to operate a
concrete delivery business as a home occupation. Michelle Britt was present. Ms.
Britt stated that she owns a concrete truck that would be kept at the concrete plant,
except for when delivering concrete to her customers. Ms. Britt stated that no
material, equipment, trucks, or customers would come to her home. No one was
present in opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Blazi and seconded by Mr. Head to recommend
approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

Christopher Minor — 2350 Houston Lake Road, Apt 304 — requests permission
to operate a lawn care business as a home occupation. Christopher Minor was
present. Mr. Minor stated that his equipment would be stored at his family’s
property out of town, and that no traffic would be generated at his home with
regards to his business. No one was present in opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Blazi and seconded by Mr. Head to recommend
approval of the request. The motion carried unanimously.

PRELIMINARY — CCCT Investments, LLC — tax parcel [000750 078000] Chad
Bryant was present to represent CCCT Investments, LLC. Mr. Bryant explained
that his client wishes to subdivide the property and that he had received the
comments that were sent from the City Engineering office about the request. Mr.
Bryant stated that with regards to the comments from the City Engineer, he
wanted to clarify that the preliminary plan would still need final approval from the
Engineer’s office. City Engineer, Michael Johnson, stated that his concerns were
the Eastern-most driveway on the drawing, that didn’t allow sufficient room
between the proposed driveway and the intersection of the accel lane from
Houston Lake Road. Mr. Johnson also expressed his concern regarding the ability
to develop the properties that fell nearly entirely within power easements. Mr.
Bryant stated that he had already been in contact with the necessary authorities to
obtain permits to disturb the property within the easements, and that there are uses
that would be appropriate within a power easement, such as parking. Mr. Bryant
added that his client is willing to adhere to the stipulations of the City Engineer
regarding traffic, but that he wishes to proceed with seeking approval of the
preliminary plan for the lot lines on the newly created lots. Mr. Johnson stated that
he and Mr. Bryant would remain in correspondence regarding the items that
would need to be addressed prior to submitting a final plat. No one was present in
opposition.

The motion was made by Mr. Blazi to approve the request with the stipulations
that all concerns of the City Engineer be satisfied prior to final approval. The
motion was seconded by Ms. Britt to recommend approval of the request. The
motion carried unanimously.

. ANNEXATION/REZONING - Victory Lane Auto Sales, Inc — requests the
annexation and rezoning of 107 Napier Avenue, tax parcel [00073H 146000],
totaling 0.64 acres, from the zoning of R-1[Single Family Residential
District][County] to the zoning of C-2[General Commercial District][City] Darren
Crozier was present to represent Victory Lane Auto Sales, Inc. Mrs. Phillips
opened the public hearing. Mr. Crozier explained that his client wished to remove
the existing building from 2600 Watson Boulevard, and if approved, construct a
new building at 107 Napier Avenue for the purpose of storing automobiles. Mrs.
Windham asked Mr. Crozier if the automobiles that would be stored on the site
would be for repair or for sale. Mr. Crozier stated that all automobiles would be
stored in working condition for the purpose of sales and that no automobile
repairs would be conducted on the site. Mrs. Windham advised that per the
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requirements of section 72.2.3(10)(c) of the zoning ordinance stipulates that,
“Automobile, travel trailer, farm equipment and implements, and mobile home
sales (new and used) which need not be enclosed, by any mechanical or body
repair must be conducted entirely within a structure which shall not have any
opening, other than a stationary window, within one hundred (100) feet of a
residential district and provided further that all vehicles on a used vehicle or
equipment sales lot must be in operating condition at all times.” Mr. Crozier
expressed that his client would comply with the code. Mrs. Windham also read
aloud the letter that was received from The Houston County Board of
Commissioners that stated that they concur with the request to annex the property
with the stipulation that, “No commercial driveway being permitted onto Napier
Avenue from the 107 Napier Avenue parcel as outlined in the Houston County
Regulations for Access Management and Encroachment Control.” Mr. Crozier
stated that his client would comply with the County’s stipulation, as well. Mrs.
Phillips asked if the existing driveway at 107 Napier could be used, if annexed.
Mrs. Windham clarified that upon annexation, the property at 2600 Watson
Boulevard would be used in conjunction with 107 Napier Avenue. Mrs. Windham
stated that the existing driveways at 2600 Watson Boulevard would continue to be
compliant and could remain accessible, but that no new driveway access onto 107
Napier Avenue would be permitted. No one was present in opposition. Mrs.
Phillips closed the public hearing and entertained a motion.

The motion was made by Mr. Head and seconded by Mr. Rissmiller to
recommend approval of the request to annex. The motion carried unanimously.

The motion was made by Mr. Blazi and seconded by Mr. Head to recommend
approval of the request to rezone. The motion carried unanimously

As there was no further business for discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 6:02
p.m.
